	The Respiratory ward is one of the busiest in the hospital and provides excellent exposure to a wide case mix, including the hospital’s Non Invasive Ventilation Unit. There is also a pleural service and as F2 you should get the opportunity to learn ultrasound guided pleural procedures. You will join a large team led by 3 consultants, with a fourth likely to join later this year. There is an on call commitment to the General Medical rota which is banded at 1B.

It is envisaged that you will use some of your study leave days to attend the face to face element of the course. You can then use your weekly self-directed learning (SDL) half days to complete the assignment work.
