	What type of work to expect and learning opportunities:

The Department of General and Colorectal Surgery comprises of 8 consultants. There are 4 FY1s in the department and each FY doctor will be allocated to a team of two consultants. During this rotation you will experience management of common acute and elective General and Colorectal conditions. This placement will also help you to develop the following competencies as a part of FY curriculum:

	Your Main Duties:

· Initial assessment and management of emergency surgical admissions

· Maintaining hospital notes and drug charts

· Prescribing drugs and IV fluids

· Requesting referrals to other services

· Exposure to surgery in the operating theatre

· Initial assessment & management of ward patients who become unwell

· Assisting with ward rounds
· Preparing discharge summaries

· Preparing patients for surgery

· Participation in audit and morbidity/mortality presentations

· Communication with patients and their relatives

· Requesting investigations, documenting results and acting upon them

· Team working

· Fulfill requirements of the placement e.g. CBD, mini-CEX etc



	Your typical working pattern in this placement could be:

FY doctors participate in 1 in 8 on-call day time rota with their own teams and remain posted with the same team to support post-take ward work. This allows them to experience the whole patient journey while managing common acute surgical conditions. Once every 4 weeks of their rotation they are allocated time to join operating theatres, endoscopy and clinics with their clinical supervisor.
